Our  

import module is included free with the 2010 version of the JPL Budgeting and  

Estimating System. If you need to import additional supplier data, our Tech Dept. 

can customize extra import modules with separate import buttons for you.

We are working on an ñHSTò version, which will be delivered as an additional     
estimating module, so users can choose how they want to handle taxes.
